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REVLAUTION OBJECTIVES: 
VILLAGE OF FOX POINT  

 
¶ Description: Assessor shall perform a revaluation of the Village during the 2018 
Assessment Year.  

 

¶ During this time, the Assessor shall visit each parcel in the Municipality, collecting 
and gathering information; updated exterior photos, validating sketches and meas-
urements from the previous assessor and current records on file. 

  

¶  When a property owner is home, the assessor will request to do an interior in-
spection at which point we will either be allowed access or give the property owner 
an opportunity for a ñcall backò appointment when time is convenient.  

 

¶ Assessor shall maintain a local or toll free telephone service to receive calls from 
property owners or the municipality five days a week from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. 

 

¶ Purpose: This type of assessment cycle is recommended when a Property Rec-
ord Card (PRC) information is outdated or inaccurate, assessment uniformity is 
poor, a revaluation has not been done in 10 years or a reassessment is required 
per statute 70.75. 

 

¶ Visiting each parcel during the same assessment cycle/year helps ensure equita-
ble record collection and verification of the Property Record Card.  

 

¶ Notices: A notice of assessment shall be mailed for each taxable parcel of proper-
ty whose assessed value has changed from the previous year.   

 

¶ Open Book: At the completion of the revaluation work & following statutory re-
quirements, the Assessor shall hold informal hearings referred to as the Open 
Book, prior to the Board of Review.  During the Open Book, interested property 
owners may view the assessment roll and discuss their individual appraisals. As-
sessor shall take the phone calls to schedule appointments for the open book con-
ference. The Municipality will provide an appropriate area to conduct the Open 
Book.  

 

¶ Board of Review: Assessor shall furnish a representative for as many days need-
ed to provide a sworn oral testimony at the Board of Review in support of all as-
sessed values being formally challenged. Municipality shall comply with the state 
statues and Department of Revenue training requirements about Board of Review 
hearings.  Municipality agrees that all Board of Review appeals must be made in a 
formal manner, by filing a completed Form of Objection with the Clerk at least 48 
hours before the opening of the Board of Review.
